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TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF EXHIBITING
Trade Only™ 
Spring Shows Exhibitor Contract

1.
General

These terms and conditions as set out below shall apply to any person, firm or company who exhibits at a Trade Only or Spring Show (hereafter referred to as an “Exhibitor”).

2.
The Contract

2.1
The Exhibitor will be legally and contractually bound by these terms and conditions upon receipt by Trade Only of a signed booking form (“the Order”).

3.
Contract Price
3.1 The Exhibitor is required to pay 10% of the Contract Price plus VAT by way of a non-refundable deposit upon return of the Order or in receipt of invoice within 7 working days.
3.2
The Contract Price includes an area within the exhibition hall.  

3.3
The terms of the Order shall be confirmed to the Exhibitor within 7 days of receipt of the deposit (“the Acknowledgement Order”).

3.4
Whilst Trade Only will use all reasonable endeavours to provide the Exhibitor with its specific requirements (in terms of position, size and shape of area within the exhibition hall) Trade Only reserves the right at any time to reallocate the Exhibitor to a different area within the exhibition hall if necessary.  Trade Only reserves the right to alter the dates, name and venue of the show.  
3.5
Any optional extras shall be at an additional cost. A pack of information will be sent after the contract has been signed and returned.
3.6.
The Exhibitor is required to pay the balance of the Contract Price 30 days prior to the exhibition. Orders received after the due date must be accompanied by payment in full.
3.7
If the Exhibitor cancels the Contract, Trade Only shall retain the deposit and the Exhibitor shall be liable for the balance of the Contract Price.  No refunds will be given if the exhibitor fails to attend the exhibition.
3.8
If the balance of the Contract Price is paid after the Final Date, Trade Only reserves the right to charge interest on the balance at 6% above NatWest base rate from time to time.

4.
The Stand


4.1
The Exhibitor may access the exhibition hall to build the stand on the dates and times set out by Trade Only or in the exhibitor manual or contract.
4.2
Any construction of Shell scheme stands shall be undertaken by Trade Only’s appointed stand builder or approved by them.

4.3
The Exhibitor shall be entitled to enhance the Shell scheme stand with any optional extras or the Exhibitor’s own materials, save that the Exhibitor must not attach anything to the Shell which may damage the Shell or cause any health and safety issue.

4.4
Trade Only may at any time ask for any items attached to the Shell to be removed if Trade Only considers, at its sole discretion, there is any health and safety concern or any other issue.

4.5
The Exhibitor may not deconstruct either in part or in whole the stand until the exhibition has been officially closed.

4.6
Any merchandise equipment and debris must be moved from the exhibition hall by the time designated and the area occupied by the Exhibitor must be left clear.  The Exhibitor shall be responsible for any cost incurred by Trade Only in breach of this clause.

4.7
The Exhibitor shall be directly responsible for ensuring any subcontractor acting on its behalf is made aware and complies with these terms and conditions.

5.
Damage
5.1
Exhibitors must at all times take all reasonable care of the building, premises and all property therein and make good any damage and loss which it has caused.  (For the purpose of this clause, the premises shall include electrical equipment and the Shell.)  Any damage so arising must be paid for or made good by the Exhibitor.

6.
Insurance & Liability

6.1
Trade Only maintains general public liability to cover the exhibition, but will not accept liability for any costs, losses or claims arising due to the act or omission of any Exhibitor.

6.2
Each Exhibitor must arrange its own public and employee liability insurance cover and shall indemnify Trade Only against any claim made against Trade Only arising out of any act or omission on the part of the Exhibitor.

6.3
If any Exhibitor does not maintain public liability insurance, this should be arranged through the insurance company nominated by Trade Only or, otherwise, the Exhibitor shall provide a copy of its insurance schedule to Trade Only prior to the exhibition.

6.4
Merchandise and/or equipment brought to the show by the Exhibitors are brought at their own risk and Trade Only accepts no responsibility for any loss or damage thereto.

6.5 Trade Only’s total liability under these terms and conditions shall be limited to the Contract Price (excluding the cost of any optional extras) except in the case of liability for death or personal injury caused by Trade Only’s negligence.

6.6 Trade Only shall not be responsible for any consequential or economic loss, howsoever arising, under the Contract.

7.
General
7.1
These terms and conditions shall be construed in accordance with English law and shall be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the English courts.
